




Pindan’s successful partnership with Association for the Blind WA has grown 

from the construction of the charity’s new headquarters in Victoria Park, 

which was completed in late 2007. With a contract value of $13 million, the 

Hames Sharley designed  “Centre of Excellence”  provides the Association 

with facilities that are believed to be a world first. It displays Pindan’s diverse 

capabilities and includes state-of-the-art recording studios, a resource  

centre and library, the Woodside interactive Guide Dog Discovery Centre and 

the Handa Sports Academy and Recreation centre, making it an inclusive 

facility for people living with vision loss or blindness.

A Partnership with Results



Since nominating the Association for the Blind WA as our primary beneficiary, 

Pindan has participated in many other fundraising activities in support of  

the charity. Staff have raised over $3000 towards the sponsorship of a Guide 

Dog with the use of a Guide Dog Collection box, which receives gold coin 

donations for casual dress on Fridays, and regular fundraising morning 

teas. Pindan’s construction manager, Andy Peppercorn, even made a deal 

with staff that he would shave off the moustache he’d worn for the past 35 

years if they could raise $1,500 for the charity. Staff, sub-contractors and 

suppliers stepped in and generously donated hundreds of dollars out of their 

own pockets to make sure the deal was sealed.
